Page 1: Physical Development





Photos w/labels for stages of physical development: 3 pictures at different stages of physical development and label each stage.  Ideally – infancy, adolescence, adulthood.  BUT – if this is you, then you won’t have an adult picture or if this is a younger sibling this won’t work either.  So, feel free to use specific ages of physical development (1 month, 1 year, 5 years etc.)


Compare/Contrast Motor Development Chart:  


Left side of chart = your person’s age for at least 3 motor development activities (rolled over, sat up, stand alone, played patty cake, walked etc.)  


Right side of chart = average age the behavior is performed

IF the person is younger than 7, you don’t need to read them the story. Write a paragraph explaining the stage of moral development you would expect the child to be at and why.  Give behavioral examples as evidence.
